We are hoping we can get the document needed S
before we head to the field. If not, we will have to leave
Argentina every 90 days to get our passport stamped. It has
been a slow process, but we’re praying we can have all that we
need to arrange an appointment with the Argentine Consulate
in Atlanta. Please pray that we would not have any more delays
with the paperwork.
